Explain requires more details than describe. 

Technique:  Use the term explain but follow the statement with “Give Details.”  Their responses must include sufficient quality information and proof.   

Explain is the most frequently stated verb at 2nd grade:  10 of 36 indicators.
	Activate students' prior knowledge by asking them if they ever have had a problem to solve. Call on several students to share their thoughts. 

Next, introduce a chart with four columns and headings:  Somebody---Wanted --- But --- So

Explain to students that many problems and solutions can be illustrated by filling in the graphic organizer. 

· Somebody is a person who wants or needs something. 

· Wanted is the thing that person wants or needs. 

· But is the problem that is getting in the way of what the person wants or needs. 

· So is the solution to the problem.
