Cause and Effect require the analysis and evaluation of both the intended and unintended consequences of a problem and its solutions.

	Explain is the most frequently stated verb in short and extended response questions.

Explain means to:

· make plain or clear; understandable

· give reasons for.

Explain requires the application of prior knowledge. 

· Students will need to communicate their responses with concise but complete information.  
· In order to do that, students must provide details and go beyond just a “telegram style response” that leaves the reader making too many inferences.  
· The written response must include sufficient quality information and proof.   

Explain requires more details than describe.  Explain is at the analysis level or above of problem solving.

Technique Suggestion:  Each time “explain” is in a prompt, students must cross out the word and replace it with - Give Specific Details.  This raises the first awareness of what is required.

Research Paper Project (continued)

The student will write a formal research paper that will be 750 to 1000 words in length.  This paper may be typed,

Step 1


Students will all be assigned a different topic so the pressure on research materials will not be too great.  After the student is assigned by the teacher they will write a 25 word summary on their topic.  This activity will allow the teacher to be sure that the student has indeed found the assigned topic.  This activity should be grades in a manner that it is all or nothing.  If the topic is indeed found and there are 25 words or less than the grade should be 100%.  If there are more than 25 words the student should re do the assignment until it is less than 25 words.

Step 2


Students will now take the information they know about their topic and tell in what subject areas they will find more material.  For example, a topic of George Washington would lead a student to look for more information in these subject areas; Founding Fathers, American Revolution, Presidents, Virginia, Constitutional Convention, History of Colonial America, American Generals, and History of American Wars.  There may be more, this is just a sample.  Each student will be able to give at least three examples of subject areas that will allow them to gather additional information.  Grades on this aspect of the project will vary.  This is an important part of the overall paper project.  Student must be able to follow an expanding tree of information 

Step 3


Students will record all information on their topic on note cards in the following form.  Each note card will contain a SINGLE idea, thought, or fact.  This will be located in the center of the card.  Their name will be written on each note card in the lower right corner.  The topic will be recorded in the upper right corner of every card.  The page number that the information was taken from will be recorded in the bottom left corner of the card.  The general subject of the card will be recorded will be written in the upper left corner of the card. The back of the card will contain a number that will allow the student to keep the cards in the proper order.  The resource used (book, website, or other such sources) to formulate the card will be recorded on the back of the card.  The note cards are not to contain any complete sentences.  A reasonable number of note cards for a 750 to 1000 word paper would be between 80 and 110 cards.  At least 14 days should be allowed for the assembling of the note cards. 

Step 4


Students will now write their rough draft in class.  This activity will take two days.  The students will be given blank paper by the teacher to write on.  The only items that they may have on their desk are their note cards and a writing instrument and paper.  These rough drafts will not be allowed to leave the room under and circumstances.  If the rough drafts are allowed to leave the classroom students may take the opportunity to plagiarize.  Students should be discouraged from counting words.  They should write the paper until the story is told.  The rough draft should be graded for historical content.  Errors in grammar and spelling may be noted but a students grade should not be lowered for any reason except for omission of historical information.  Teachers should reward the effort because this project is not only different from the manner they may be used to writing research papers, but it is also difficult.  

Research Paper Project (continued)

Step 5


After the rough draft is graded and given back to the student the final version of the paper is completed outside of the classroom.  Student s will have 10 days to complete this phase of the assignment.  This final version should be written to strict guidelines that are given to the students.  The guidelines should be given to the students in the form of a style guide that covers all areas of how a formal paper should look.  Failure on part of the student to follow the style guide should have a profound effect on their grade.

    ESC Suggested Units



Ninth grade students continue the chronological study of world history. This study incorporates each of the seven standards. As students study historic eras, they consider the influence of geographic settings, cultural perspectives, economic systems and various forms of government. Students gain a deeper understanding of the role of citizens and continue to develop their research skills.
Unit 1: Enlightenment Ideas







The unit will focus on the political, economic and cultural institutions of the Enlightenment as challenges to religious authority, monarchy and absolutism as they apply to the American Revolution, the French Revolution and Latin American wars for independence.

Unit 2:  Industrialization 








The unit will focus on the causes and effects of the Industrial Revolution with emphasis on technological changes and their impact on migration of populations, growth of cities, the changing role of labor and union movements, as well as, living and working conditions.
Unit 3:  Imperialism    








This unit will focus on the political, economic and social roots of imperialism while analyzing the perspectives of the colonizers and the colonized.  It will also explain the global impact of imperialism to Japan, China, and Africa.  

Unit 4:  World War I & Russian Revolution





This unit will analyze the causes and effects of World War I and the Russian Revolution.  It will also assess the global impact of post-World War I economic, social & political turmoil including disarmament, worldwide depression and colonial rebellion.

Unit 5:  World War II    (20th Century Conflict)





This unit will analyze the causes of World War II including appeasement, Axis expansion and the role of the Allies.  The analysis of the consequences of World War II including atomic weapons, the Holocaust, the United Nations and the establishment of Israel is included. 

Unit 6:  The Cold War   (20th Century Conflict)





This unit will analyze the impact conflicting political and ideologies after World War II that resulted in the Cold War from the Soviet expansion in Eastern Europe through the Chinese Communist Revolution.  It will also explain social, economic and political struggles resulting from colonialism and imperialism including: independence movements in India, Indochina and Africa and rise of dictatorships in former colonies.  The unit will conclude with explanations of the causes and consequences of the fall of the Soviet Union and the end of the Cold War and the post war ethnic conflicts.  


It is necessary that World Studies thoroughly cover Unit 6 by the end of the school year.  This content will be

               assessed on the OGT, and 10th Grade American History will be just starting  the Cold War Era by the March test.
